The meeting began at 4PM with Chair Huot explaining to the board that Mr. Massry owner of 145 Main Street wished to donate his building to BIDPA.  Mr. Massry does not wish to incur any expenses in the donation.  This would include not only the closing costs but the current tax bill which is due to the City for approximately $7000.00.

Mr. MacQueen passed out a draft resolution for the board to consider.  If the board agrees, this would be given to the City Council for their consideration at the next City Council meeting on July 6.  The board reviewed the draft and agreed to the language as presented.  Mr. MacQueen shared the appraisal on the building, which was paid for by Mr. Massry.  It came back with a property & building value of $355,000.  

The board would be responsible for approximately $3000 in closing costs and the current tax bill of $7000 for an approximate cost to BIDPA of about $10,000.  Mr. Massry wishes to convey the building as soon as possible.  There was a brief discussion among the board members.

Mr. Caron made a motion to approve accepting the donation of 145 Main Street, subject to City Council approval.  The board will also cover the closing costs and pay the current tax bill which will be approximately $10,000.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Poulin and the board voted unanimously on the motion.

Mr. Eastman made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Caron, all voted in favor.
