2. At the request of Councilor Lucie Remillard in conjunction with the Afterschool Program, on Tuesday March 10 about 19 students and four chaperones came to City Hall for a tour from 3:00 – 4:00 pm.  City Clerk Debra Patrick took the group through the various City Hall Offices.  A brief explanation of each department’s functions was offered by the respective Department Heads who introduced themselves and welcomed the students while inviting them to ask questions during their visit.  One of the children asked “who owns City Hall?” and Councilor Remillard replied that they all owned a piece of City Hall because they were citizens of Berlin and as citizens, City Hall belongs to all of us.
