5. The Public Works Department recently purchased a surplus military truck from the surplus yard in Concord.  The truck is a 2011 Freightliner 4-wheel drive.  When picked up it had 753 miles on it.  The truck was originally purchase for $166,000 and the City’s purchase price was $28,000.  The truck has Winch and 5th wheel assemblies which will likely be sold as surplus equipment.  The truck will be converted to dump truck which may also be used spread sand and salt.
6. The City’s auditor, Vachon and Clukay began the onsite portion of the FY2015 municipal audit today.   They are expected to be here for 1-½ to 2 weeks.
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
