City Manager’s Report 
1. NH Department of Transportation has notified us that the Route 110 Project was suspended as of November 26.

3. We received bids for the plumbing and electrical at the new building at 52 Gilbert Street.  Both were local bidders with HVAC/Plumbing going to Gosselin Plumbing and Heating and Androscoggin Electric getting the bid for the electrical.

4. The Fire Chief received clarification that there is a $1M cap on the ladder truck grant discussed at last week’s Council Meeting.  With a City match of 10% of $100,000 the grant requested will be $900,000.  These amounts are slightly less than the amounts discussed last week.
