The Police Dept was fortunate to hire a certified officer from the NH State Police who previously did an internship with the Berlin PD.  He has developed a good rapport with the officers, lives in Berlin, has three children, and has been actively involved the National Guard for the last twelve years. 
Garage:  The project is currently underway.  Roland Pinette has reviewed the site and will be working on a plan for evidence and records storage, as well as a possible interview room.

7. The Berlin Neighborhood Revitalization Project will be holding two public meetings for those interested in the program.  One was held in the evening on Thursday Sept 11 and there is another meeting Wednesday, September 24 at 9:00 a.m. in the City Hall Auditorium.  Attendance at one of the two meetings is a requirement for participation in the program.  Representatives from TCCAP and Rural Development will also be in attendance.
8. The City of Berlin closed on its $12,508,000 loan from the Rural Development Administration last week.  The project, nearing completion, will now utilize a Rural Development Grant in the amount of $1,342,000 as well as permanent financing from the State of NH DES up to an amount of $3,276,000.  An update of this project will be scheduled for the City Council in the near future.
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
